Hebrews 13 (ESV) 

20 Now may the God of peace who brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, the great 

shepherd of the sheep, by the blood of the eternal covenant, 21 equip you with everything 

good that you may do his will, working in us that which is pleasing in his sight, through Je-

sus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen.  

The Hebrew writer winds down his letter with this blessing to his read-

ers.  The original recipients of this letter were Jewish Christians who were 

spread out all over the Roman Empire.  The persecutions caused the Christian 

community to scatter which led to the gospel spreading quickly all over the 

known world. This final blessing is chock full of the plans of God in our 

lives.  It tells a lot in 2 short verses.  Let’s elaborate… 

God of peace…peace meaning bringing complete prosperity to mankind…

which in turn is ultimately peace with God himself through the cross. 

Who brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus…God raised Jesus up and 

the resurrection is what makes peace possible.  God’s plan from the begin-

ning was to give up his only Son for our sake. 

Shepherd of the sheep…Peter uses this term in one of his letters when he 

calls Jesus the Chief Shepherd.  Isaiah uses the sheep metaphor for us in the 

suffering servant passage (IS 53).  Jesus himself used these metaphors in 

John 10.  He is the one we follow, the one who cares for us, the one who laid 

down his life for us. 

By the blood of the eternal covenant…the book of Hebrews focuses on Jesus 

being the fulfillment of the blood covenant between God and man…the word 

eternal here is so powerful.  God’s covenant with us is forever.  The blood of 

Christ is an eternal covering which we will still be talking about in heaven. 

Equip you with everything good that you may do his will, working in us that 

which is pleasing in His sight…the Hebrew writer’s prayer is for his readers 

to be equipped by God himself.  Wow, what a prayer asking God to give us 

the ability to do his will.  Notice it doesn’t say know his will but do his 

will.  Sometimes we must act on what we know instead of searching for an-

swers to justify our action. 

Through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever. Amen…it is 

through Jesus that we can do the will of God.  I’m not sure I understand this 

but I accept by faith that the answer to doing the will of God is in the person 

of Jesus himself.  It is his resurrection that promises us the Holy Spirit in our 

lives.  Without the cross and the resurrection the Spirit of God would not be 

living in us.  It is through the power and insight of the Spirit that we can be 

wise enough for the will of God.   

It is this blessing that I pray for all of us as well – may it be your prayer too.

Well, honestly, in the last year or so I have felt  God pulling me toward mission work, which is crazy, be-

cause that never seemed like the kind of thing I’d be good at, but since being at school I’ve recognized my 

passion for the inner city, and more specifically the oppressed, the poor, the unlovely. Basically this sum-

mer is an answer to prayer that God would put me outside my comfort zone and teach me to love like He 

does- through servant leading and making myself vulnerable with others. I’ve never been much of a people 

person, but God is teaching me to see people the way He sees them, which is a huge blessing.  

 

What is your job specifically with Mission Indy? 

 

Well, I am one of 9 interns, and our main job is to lead groups of jr high and high school kids to do week 

long mission trips in the inner city, whether leading VBS or painting and scraping houses or doing demoli-

tion. Beyond that, we each have a ministry that we work at on the off weeks, and each ministry is chosen 

specifically for the gifts and passions of that intern. When I did my interview for the position I shared my 

passion for the homeless population, and so the ministry I work with is called Outreach, which is an or-

ganization that caters to the homeless and runaway youth of Indianapolis. My job there is different every-

day; some days I organize their office (they cherish an Obsessive Compulsive person like me J ) and some 

days I work directly with the kids; getting them clothes and food or just hanging out, playing games and 

getting to know them.  

 

We love stories…give us a story from your summer thus far… 

 

Well….hmmm. Okay, here’s one.   

During my first week of working with Outreach I got the opportunity to help them plan this huge barbeque 

for all of the youth they were working with who were graduating (We had a phenomenal 30 homeless kids 

graduate this summer!) and I was invited to come to this barbeque. At first I was really nervous, because I 

didn’t know any of the graduates, and I thought it would be awkward (Like I said, I’ve never really been a 

people person), but I went to the barbeque, and I sat by myself, and next thing I know this girl comes up 

and starts talking to me. She made me feel really comfortable, and she was super nice. She told me about 

how she was going to college in the fall, and how God was the reason she’d graduated, and I realized that 

she was one of the graduates! Here I was, working for an organization that ministers to these kids and she 

was sitting across the table ministering to me! It was a beautiful display of Jesus keeping me humble!
