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I was very impressed by my three year old son recently as |
was trying to teach him a very important lesson about “stuff”.
There was a toy at Wal-Mart that he said he just absolutely had
to have. Now I knew that he didn’t really need the toy. I knew
that he wouldn’t even play with it for more than five minutes
after he got it. The only thing that caused my son to want this
toy was the fact that it was a brightly colored red and yellow
train. Katie and I have bought Kanan trains in the past. We
know what happens when he gets a new train and I knew that it
was only the color that had attracted his eye. So I took the op-
portunity to teach Kanan a very important lesson.

Kanan has recently been very actively praying. Every night
before bed he likes to pray now because he knows how to pray.
It’s very exciting for him. One of his favorite things to pray for
is toys. Sometimes he even asks me to pray and ask God to
give him a certain toy. I guess if it comes from Dad, God will
know that Kanan is serious. Well on this particular night Kanan
wanted to pray that he would get that train. I want my son to
know that God answers prayers, but I knew that I was not go-
ing to buy him that train.

I decided that I would let God make up both of our minds. I
told Kanan that we could pray about the train. But I also told
him that if God wanted Kanan to have the train then it would
still be at the store the next time we went there. I was very clear
with Kanan that if the train wasn’t there, then God didn’t want
him to have it and he would have to be okay with that.

The following week we went to the store. Where did Kanan
want to go? The toy aisle. [ was afraid of two things. One, the
train would be there and I would have to buy it. Two, the train
would not be there and Kanan would lose it in the middle of the
store. Then my son amazed me. The train wasn’t there. When
Kanan became aware of that he looked at me and said, “I guess
God doesn’t want me to have the train.” And then we walked
on as if it had never been discussed.

Sometimes we ask God for things that we think we need, but
really it’s just a shiny package that loses its appeal after a short
while. The Lord knows what we really need. That’s why He
tells us in James 4:3 “When you ask, you do not receive, be-
cause you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what
you get on your pleasures.” It’s not that God doesn’t want to
give us the things we ask for, but sometimes we need to check
our motives. As we conform not to this world but to the will of
God, we will find ourselves walking step by step in His good,
perfect and pleasing will. We will also find that as we ask God
for the things that we need, He is always there to provide for us
according to that wonderfully perfect will so that we will be
lacking nothing. It’s funny how in teaching my son that simple
lesson, I wound up learning something myself as well.
